E-COUPONS GENERATE MOMENTUM AMONG
TECH-SAVVY BUSINESSES

Iowa may soon have two kinds of shoppers:
those that pay regular price, and those

that, thanks to the power of the Internet,
regularly eat discounted bar food, buy
cheap ground beef and always know
exactly where they are in relation to the
bathroom at the mall.

As the holiday season approaches, three
major companies have launched electronic
marketing campaigns in Des Moines in
the past month aimed at building tighter
connections to tech-savvy consumers.
Never before have so many tried so hard to
give consumers such convenient coupons.

“We’re in our second year of really
aggressively going after the value-
conscious shopper with special deals and
promotions,” said Ruth Comer, a Hy-Vee
spokeswoman. “It creates an excitement for
the consumers. It also helps us go after the
best deals” with suppliers.

Hy-Vee expanded its series of steep
discount, short-window sales to add
NowWow specials weeks ago. Consumers
who signed up for special text messages

at the supermarket chain’s website receive
special codes that allow them to purchase,
for example, a certain variety of hamburger
for 59 cents a pound during a short four-
hour window.

Comer said the technology seems
especially to appeal to “consumers who
don’t clip paper coupons for whatever
reasons.”

Two others are

noticing the trend:

Groupon: The Chicago arranger of bulk
discounts at restaurants and other service
businesses regularly sends deal-soliciting
e-mails to more than 40,000 Des Moines-
area residents. The company says about
500 more are signing up daily.

The solicitations, which take effect only

if a certain number of people sign on,
provide discounts of 50 percent or more on
everything from sporting event tickets to
restaurant meals.

Spokeswoman Julie Mossler credits the
rise of social media with making her
company’s business erupt.

The company offers deeply discounted
deals that don’t kick in until a certain

minimum number of customers is reached.
If it works out, retailers get the chance for
a river of new customers who then will
come back to spend more money. But none
of it works if consumers aren’t willing to
pounce on the initial e-mail.

“Five years ago, if you sent me an e-mail
about some deal I would have thought it
was spam and deleted it,” Mossler said.
Now, Groupon users routinely use e-mail,
Facebook and other forms of social media
to recruit friends and relatives to take part
in the deals.

“It’s changed the way people shop.”

Jordan Creek Town Center: The West
Des Moines mall’s parent corporation
launched iPhone and Android versions of
an application that promises to provide a
handy directory of mall stores and a way
for retailers to target specific coupons to
the people who most want them.

“It’s the evolution of the smart phone that’s
really been the driving force behind it,”
said Randy Tennison, general manager at
Jordan Creek. “People are really starting to
use them and the apps in a way that make
their lives easier.”

Jordan Creek, like many retailers, for years
has used text messaging to offer deals to
consumers at special times of the year.

Stores typically see a higher redemption
rate with electronic coupons than with
printed ones, he said.

The staff at Retail Touchpoints, a strategy
website focused at retail executives, agrees
in a study released Thursday.

“2010 marks the first shopping season
retailers are able to interact with their
customers in real time,” associate editor
Amanda Ferrante Batista said. “Major
retailers are not utilizing the smart phone
technology to provide instant rewards to
customers just for walking in the door.”

“In this year’s challenging and competitive
retail world, it could be the difference in
winning sales.”

Retailers nationwide are working to blend
mobile technology in their stores.

Toys “R” Us and Target have installed
machines that let clerks scan bar codes on
deals sent to mobile phones. Best Buy is
one of several stores that can recognize
users with a ShopKick application on their
phones and send coupons as soon as they
walk in the door.

More of such stuff is on the way — either
in the form of sophisticated phone
applications or simple text messages.

Anheuser-Busch, Hy-Vee's Ken Waller also honored at IGIA Annual Hall of Fame Dinner

More than 400 grocery industry leaders
attended the 17th Annual Iowa Grocery
Industry Association Hall of Fame Dinner
Thursday, October 28, at the Sheraton West
Des Moines Hotel, where the IGIA honored
its Retailer of the Year, Supplier of the Year
and Lifetime Achievement Award winners.

Earning this year’s Retailer of the Year
award was Lyndon Johnson, owner of the
independent grocery chain, Hometown
Foods. Johnson has worked within the
grocery industry since 1980, including
the last 14 years as an independent owner.
The native of Muscatine, Iowa, first started
working for SunMart Grocery Store when
he was a sophomore in high school, going
full-time with the retailer at the age of 19
in 1983.

After completing the Nash Finch Company
Sponsorship Management Program at

the end of 1983, Johnson moved into
different managerial roles within the
wholesaler’s retail division. He served

as an assistant store manager at three
different stores between 1984 and 1991,
when he was named store manager of the
Econofoods in Ottumwa. All the experience
and knowledge Johnson gained in those
positions eventually led him to becoming an
independent owner when he bought Conrad
Foods in 1996.

Currently, Johnson and his wife, Joani, own
and operate six stores in Baxter, Conrad,
Gladbrook, Hubbard, State Center and
Waterloo — all under the Hometown Foods
label.

Claiming the honor of 2010 IGIA Supplier
of the Year was Anheuser-Busch. Although
the company is headquartered in St. Louis,
Mo., Anheuser-Busch has a strong history

in Iowa. The nation’s largest American
brewer has 13 wholesalers in the state,
features the top two selling beers in

Iowa (Bud Light and Busch Light), has a
propensity to use the state as a test market
and supports activities and charities such as
Variety Club, RAGBRAI and the Hy-Vee

The plaque for Lifetime Achievement
Award, which is not given every year, was
presented to Ken Waller, Hy-Vee’s Chief
Administrative Officer and Executive Vice
President.
